Do not enter the campus. Classes and all activities like club meetings are cancelled. There may be someone on campus with a gun, an armed robbery, or other criminal activity that is a threat to personal safety. 

Building Emergency at _____.
There may be a condition such as a bomb threat, chemical spill, or hazardous situation that requires immediate action and may pose a threat. The location will be included in the message.

Tornado Warning
A tornado has been spotted in Richmond County, and you should take cover until the danger passes.  If you are on campus, seek shelter indoors toward the interior of buildings, away from glass and windows. Wait for all-clear text message, advising that danger has passed. ASU All-Clear
An All-Clear text message will be sent to indicate that the emergency situation has passed. Go to www.aug.edu for more information.
Campus Closed
When adverse weather conditions exist that may make travel unsafe for employees and students, a campus closed text message will be sent. Go to www.aug.edu for more information or to local news sources.
