Students with a demonstrated ability in English are invited by the Department of Languages, Literature, &
Communications to enroll in ENG111, an honors course in Freshman English.  ENG111 combines the coursework
of ENG 101 and 102 and carries ten quarter hours credit.  The decision to invite the student is based on the
student’s scores on the CEEB Achievement Test in English and the SAT Verbal, and on demonstrated writing
ability.  Minimum combined score on the tests is 1150.  Contact Languages, Literature, & Communications for
additional information.

Students required to take remediation due to Regent's Testing Program policies may not take an overload.

Credit hours earned by music students in the areas of private instruction (MUA) and/or music ensemble credits
(i.e. college band, chamber choir, etc.) do not contribute to an overload status but should be regarded as outside the normal academic load.
