TO CHRISTENBERRY FIELDHOUSE

From Atlanta, Ga.

	 Take I-20 East towards Augusta 

	 Take Exit 196A onto Bobby Jones Expressway (I-520 East)

	 Follow to Wrightsboro Road Exit 

	 Turn LEFT at end of exit ramp onto Wrightsboro Road 

	 Follow Wrightsboro Road about 2 miles and the Christenberry Fieldhouse will be on your left (look for the lighted marquee)

From Columbia, S.C.

	 Take I-20 West toward Atlanta

	 After you pass the Washington Road exit, take the next exit -- there is a lot of construction going on, so take new Exit (197 I think is the number) 

	 and follow the signs

	 At the light, turn LEFT on to Walton Way Extension and pass over I-20

	 You will pass a large retail area and a few red lights

	 Continue straight through red light (you will pass First Baptist Church)

	 You will pass a library on your right and an elementary school on your left

	 Get into left turning lane and turn LEFT onto Wrightsboro Road

	 At first red light, turn LEFT onto Vanover Drive and follow winding road up hill and around curve

	 Turn LEFT into large parking lot and park at Entrance No. 3

	 Follow Wrightsboro Road about 2 miles and the Christenberry Fieldhouse will be on your left (look for the lighted marquee)
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FROM THE MARRIOTT (DOWNTOWN) to CHRISTENBERRY FIELDHOUSE
	 Turn RIGHT out of parking lot onto Reynolds Street
	 Turn LEFT onto 13th street
	 Cross over Walton Way and continue straight -- 13th Street turns into 
	 Wrightsboro Road
	 Travel approximately four miles, passing Daniel Field (airport) on your left 
	 and Newman Tennis Center (on your right)
	 Immediately after you pass the ASU marquee, turn RIGHT onto Vanover Drive 		
	 and follow winding road up hill and around curve
	 Turn LEFT into large parking lot and park at Entrance No. 3

FROM THE DOUBLETREE HOTEL to CHRISTENBERRY FIELDHOUSE
	 Exit to the RIGHT out of hotel parking lot
	 At the red light, turn LEFT on to Wheeler Road
	 At the light, turn RIGHT on to Walton Way Extension
	 Continue straight through red light (you will pass First Baptist Church)
	 You will pass a library on your right and an elementary school on your left
	 Get into left turning lane and turn LEFT onto Wrightsboro Road
	 At first red light, turn LEFT onto Vanover Drive and follow winding road up 
	 hill and around curve
	 Turn LEFT into large parking lot and park at Entrance No. 3

FROM THE PARTRIDGE INN to CHRISTENBERRY FIELDHOUSE
	 Exit to the LEFT out of hotel parking lot
	 Turn LEFT on to Walton Way
	 Continue straight until you pass ASU’s main campus (on your left) 
	 Turn LEFT onto Monte Sano Avenue
	 Continue straight until you reach Wrightsboro Road
	 Travel approximately 2.5 miles and ASU’s Forest Hills Campus will be on 
	 your right
	 Turn RIGHT at the red light (just past the lighted marquee) onto 
	 Vanover Drive and follow winding road up hill and around curve
	 Turn LEFT into large parking lot and park at Entrance No. 3

FROM THE SHERATON to CHRISTENBERRY FIELDHOUSE
	 Exit hotel parking lot and turn RIGHT on to Washington Road
	 Go straight for a couple of miles and turn LEFT at red light on to Davis Road 		
	 (McDonald’s will be on your left just beyond red light)
	 Continue straight for 3 or 4 miles
	 You will pass a large retail area and a few red lights
	 Continue straight past Chick-Fil-A and through red light and you will pass 
	 First Baptist Church of Augusta (huge church) on your right
	 You will pass a library on your right and an elementary school on your left
	 Get into left turning lane and turn LEFT onto Wrightsboro Road
	 At first red light, turn LEFT onto Vanover Drive and follow winding road 
	 up hill and around curve
	 Turn LEFT into large parking lot and park at Entrance No. 3
	 Follow Wrightsboro Road about 2 miles and the Christenberry Fieldhouse 
	 will be on your left (look for the lighted marquee)
