The purpose of the study was to examine the struggle of the African American community from 1974 up through the 1984 Bronson Settlement and the subsequent events that continued to impact school desegregation in Cincinnati, Ohio.  The study utilized the conceptual framework of Manning Marable in analyzing Black political struggle in America.  Marable's conceptual framework emphasizes the ebbs and flows of social development and the strategies that the African American community has employed historically to achieve their civil and political goals.
