Minutes

Faculty Meeting

October 15, 2007
Present:  Drs. Lori Anderson, Ava Bedden, Richard Deaner, Tom Deering, Sam Hardy, Paulette Harris, Charles Jackson, Mike O’Connor, Alice Pollingue, Paulette Schenck, Philip Smith, Carolyn Stephens, and Ms. Erika Bartlett.   Absent:  Drs. Wayne Lord (attending a conference), Mary Jane Anderson-Wiley (ill), & Blackwell.  Drs. Hardy & Deering left early (doctor’s appointment).
Meeting was called to order at 1:00pm.
The minutes from the September 17, 2007 meeting were unanimously approved.
The addition of Special Education prerequisites were postponed to the following meeting so that the professors could compile a complete list.

Dr.  Jackson asked that the faculty look over the proposed mission statement and the goals (particularly the items in red) and provide feedback ASAP. [Some faculty members did not receive the email.  Erika resent the attachment to the faculty].
Dr. Deering reported that the draft of the brochure should be completed within the next two weeks.  Any further changes should be minor ones.

The remediation plan committee did not have an opportunity to meet yet, however, Dr. Harris announced that the university intended to begin posting midterm grades in the future in the hopes that it would help improve student retention.
There were no questions or comments to add regarding the unit reports.

A draft copy of the student satisfaction survey was distributed.  A committee was created consisting of Drs. Deering, Schenck, Smith, Harris & O’Connor to review and revise the survey as necessary.  The chancellor is particularly interested in student feedback.
Dr. Deering will be taking over Dr. Blackwell’s advising duties when she retires.  This will be Leadership students whose last names end with A-F.

The faculty agreed that a departmental wide advising evening for all new graduate admits would be useful.  A tentative date of January 3rd was discussed.   Drs. Deaner, Pollingue and Harris volunteered to get together and discuss this project further.  

Dr. Jackson asked that Educational Leadership and Special Education write up some program information to be included in the ASU Catalog.  He suggested the information Counselor Education included might be used as a guide.  Dr. Pollingue is going to handle the Special Education section.  Dr. Hardy was volunteered to handle the Educational Leadership section.
The faculty discussed Livetext.  It was decided to ask Bill Gray to give the department some additional training [Paula Dohoney also invited the faculty to attend a training session at the athletic complex and Bill Gray responded that Monday mornings were the best time for him to provide additional instruction.]

Bill Dodd has asked that all undergraduate courses remain on a 16 week schedule.  Spring undergraduate courses currently on an 8-week schedule will need to be changed back to 16 weeks.

The meeting was adjourned at 2:00pm.
