Minutes

Faculty Meeting

November 19, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 1:00pm.
The minutes from the October 15th, 2007 meeting were unanimously approved.
The addition of the following special education prerequisites were unanimously approved:

9. SPED 6013: SPED 4002, completion of 30 hours of coursework

10. SPED 6014: SPED 4002

11. SPED 6015: SPED 4002, SPED 6014

12. SPED 6205: SPED 4002, completion of 30 hours of coursework
Dr. Hardy stated that the updated departmental brochure will be emailed to the program heads who will make any final changes and submit them to Dr. Deering who will give them to Kathy in Public Relations.
Dr. Anderson distributed a handout of Faculty Dispositions (previously referred to as the Remediation Plan).  There were a few minor changes made to the wording and it was unanimously approved with these changes.  Dr. Anderson will email the faculty a copy with the changes so that it can start being included in the Spring syllabi.  The College of Education creed was also distributed (which is referred to in the Faculty Dispositions) for the faculty to look over.  It was decided that the creed should be included on the website but would not need to be included in every syllabi.
It was decided that the student satisfaction survey should be sent to graduating students when it was ready.  There were concerns about students being able to complete a survey several times and skew the results.  Dr. Smith said that he would check with ITS about passwords and keys that might be able to solve this problem. 
The Departmental Orientation Advising Evening was briefly discussed.  Dr. Harris reported that the committee had not yet had a chance to meet but would before the next ELCSE faculty meeting so this topic was postponed for further discussion at the next meeting.
Dr. Hardy reported that the Leadership program wished to postpone their catalog changes until after the PSC replies to their program changes, this could be as late as March.  Dr. O’Connor reported that there were no changes necessary for the Special Education program.
Dr. Jackson announced that Bill Gray was available for Livetext training and that the department just needed to choose a date.  Jackie Tobias also volunteered to work one-on-one with any faculty member who (after the departmental training with Bill Gray) felt they needed additional instruction.)
Dr. Smith asked for clarification on the department’s policy for students purchasing Livetext.  It was confirmed that beginning Fall 2008, ALL students would be required to purchase the software but that if professors wanted to make it a requirement for particular classes, they could do so earlier if desired.

Dr. Jackson reiterated the VPAA’s position that we were no longer offering 8-week undergraduate classes.  He stated that the VPAA said that it might be a possibility in the future should the three Deans (COE, COB & COAS) agree to do so.

Dr. Jackson reminded the faculty that there would be a College of Education faculty meeting the following day.
Dr. Stephens announced that the special education capstone students would be displaying their posters on December 5th and that any faculty who were available were invited to the student lounge at 5pm on the 5th
The meeting was adjourned at 2:00pm.
