Faculty Meeting

December 3, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 1:00pm.
The minutes from the November 19, 2007 meeting were unanimously approved.
Instead of a department-wide brochure, it was decided that program-orientated brochures were preferred.  Dr. Jackson passed around copies of the proposed brochures.  The Counseling program felt that the brochures they currently had printed were sufficient for the moment.  Dr. Hardy stated that there were so many pending changes to the Leadership program that they would prefer to wait until next year to have a brochure published so that it could contain the latest information.  Dr. Pollingue gave the go-ahead for the Special Education brochure to be printed after the MAT/GRE info had been updated to represent the College of Educations new requirements (no longer requiring these scores except in the case of Counselor Education which needs the requirement to remain for CACREP accreditation).

The student satisfaction survey was approved by the committee and will be sent to the faculty so that they might have one last opportunity to look over it.  A vote will be held at the next faculty meeting (in January) seeking departmental approval.

Dr. Pollingue announced that the departmental orientation meeting will be held at 4pm on January 3rd.  Dr. Deaner volunteered to compose a letter regarding the meeting that can be sent to students.  Refreshments are to be provided and several items were discussed as possible inclusion for the orientation program (Introduction by Dr. Jackson, Livetext, EDTD6011 & SPED4002).

Dr. Jackson reminded the faculty that Bill Gray will be providing Livetext training on Wednesday, December 5th from 10am-approximately noon in UH223

Dr. Jackson also reminded the faculty that the ASU Holiday Luncheon will be held on December 14th (not the 12th).  A sign up sheet was sent around for faculty who wished to participate by bringing a covered dish.

Dr. Bedden announced that Dr. Blackwell’s retirement party was set for 5:30pm on Thursday, December 13th at the Fresh Market Grill [this info may change].

Dr. Jackson reminded the faculty to provide their office hours for Spring 2008 registration (Jan 3-4) to Erika before faculty leave for the holidays.
