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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course is to provide information concerning federal, state and local laws, policies, standards, and regulations needed for effective administration of American schools.  This is a survey of the field of school law emphasizing the legal requirements of managing the public school, the legal status of teachers and students, group discrimination law, tort liability, legal controls of school finance, and the issues of religion and public education.  Information will be provided concerning federal state and local law, policies, standards, and regulations needed for effective administration of American schools (PSC 6, 8).
