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COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course addresses developmental, corrective, and remedial literacy practices to be identified, prescribed and implemented with students including those who experience literacy-related difficulties.

CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK PRINCIPLES ADDRESSED IN COURSE:
The conceptual framework establishes the shared vision for a unit’s efforts in preparing educators to work effectively in P-12 schools.  It provides direction for programs, courses, teaching, candidate performance, scholarship, service, and unit accountability.  The conceptual framework is knowledge-based, articulated, shared, coherent, consistent with the unit and or institutional mission, and continuously evaluated.
Clinical and professional studies’ standards are congruent with national council for the accreditation of teacher education (NCATE), professional standard commission (PSC), interstate new teacher assessment and support consortium (INTASC), council for exceptional children (CEC), and board of regents (BOR) standards.

The Department of Clinical and Professional Studies holds a common set of standards (knowledge, skills, and dispositions) in which each candidate prepares to practice as professionals in their disciplines.  They will promote the success of all students through becoming:

I. Learned and Scholarly Professionals who are Knowledgeable, Ethical, and Collegial

II. Democratic Professionals who are Advocates and Meaning Makers

III. Self-Actualizing Professionals who are Role Models and Change Agents Who:
1. Understand how students learn and develop and be able to provide developmentally
appropriate learning opportunities that support their intellectual, social, and personal development.

2. Understand how students differ in their approaches to learning and is able to create

instructional opportunities that are adapted to diverse learners.

3. Understand and use a variety of instructional strategies to encourage the learner’s

development of critical and creative thinking, problem solving, and performance skills.

4. Plan instruction based on knowledge of subject matter, the learners, the community, and
curriculum goals.
5. Are reflective practitioners who continually evaluate the effects of choices and actions on
others (students, parents, and other professionals in the learning community) and actively seek the opportunity to grow professionally.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  Upon successful completion of this course, students will meet a common core of knowledge and skills essential for special educators to recognize the following competencies in the research-based methodologies, teaching techniques, and learning strategies utilized to effectively instruct individuals with learning disabilities, noting different learning styles and adapting teaching and materials to these styles.  The student will:
1.
Plan, implement, and evaluate lessons using GA QCC based on careful observations of students’ diagnosed literacy strengths and needs. (PSC/NCATE-1, 7, BOR II B1-6, CEC-GC 553)
2.
Select and use diagnostic measures to alter literacy instruction to fit the needs of individual students (P-12).  (PSC/NCATE-7, INTASC-3, 8, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 651)

3.
Practice administering and interpreting interest inventories and informal reading inventories.  (PSCNCATE-7, INTASC-8, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 454)

4.
Use results from a variety of literacy techniques (e.g., phonological awareness training; miscue analyses) to plan appropriate literacy-based corrective procedures. (PSC/NCATE-7, INTASC-7, BOR II B1-6, CEC-GC 4513)

5.
Follow a multidisciplinary approach (e.g., team composed of general education teachers, special education teachers, reading specialists) to collaborate and deliver literacy services to all students.  (PSC/NCATE-7INTASC-7, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 452)
6.
Explore the diagnostic application role of emerging technologies to literacy learning 

(P-12).  (PSC/NCATE-7, INTASC-8, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 7K1, CC 7K4)

7.
Examine (using telebinocular audiometer, etc.) students’ physical readiness for literacy lessons.  (PSC/NCATE-7, INTASC-2, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 7K4)

8.
Inspect early literacy intervention programs (e.g., Success for All, Reading Recovery, etc.) (PSC/NCATE-7, INTASC-4, BOR II B1-6, CEC-CC 751)
