Course Description: A rigorous study of polynomial, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric
functions, primarily intended to prepare science and mathematics majors for calculus.

Textbook: Precalculus: Functions and Graphing, 10™ edition by Swokowski and Cole. A graphing
calculator is also required.

Grading: There will be quizzes, 3 in class exams and a final exam. The assignments for the class will
count as follows toward your final average:

Homework will be assigned on each section, but it will not be collected. However, the exams and quizzes
will be based on the assigned homework. Quizzes may be in class or take home and will be given at the
end of class on non-exam Wednesdays. Letter grades will be assigned on a 10-point scale, i.e. 100-90 is
an A, 89.99-80 is a B, etc.

Make up policy: Quizzes cannot be made up. Quizzes missed due to an excused absence will not count
against you.
