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Key to abbreviations (all are based on the Interdisciplinary Exam instructions): avg (“average”: in reference to the score on a particular literature section, like Homer’s Odyssey), dir (not carefully following the directions for the Interdisciplinary Test, as posted on the Prinsky Humn. webpage -- including carefully applying the model portion of an Interdisciplinary Test posted on the Prinsky Humn. webpage), disc-sh (not drawing generalizations from specifics cited), ex-f (misstatement of fact about a literary work or history or a particular culture), ex-r (misstatements about the literary work), inc (incomplete coverage, as per the detailed instructions for the Interdisciplinary Test, especially for the literature component),  info (not phrasally crediting secondary sources), irr (irrelevant material about the literary work – e.g., Homer’s birthplace [has to do with humanity’s relation to divinity how???] –  or work discussed not assigned on the Class Schedule), lis-cl (clearly not paying attention to class lecture and professor’s written materials), qt (excessive quotation; condense and refer to details rather than overquote), tm (incorrect generic term for a literary work — e.g., calling Homer’s Odyssey an “essay”), T-u (not explicitly relating material cited to the assigned topic), usg (problems in grammar, usage, punctuation, etc.).
